Flights to Taoyuan International Airport

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USEFUL INFORMATION

Kaohsiung Climate

Kaohsiung City is located in the southwestern part of the island of Taiwan. The city, which
lies almost entirely south of the Tropic of Cancer, has a tropical monsoon climate, dry in the
winter, hot and wet in the summer and autumn. Because Kaohsiung is next to the Taiwan
Strait, climatic changes are not dramatic, thanks to the moderating effect of the ocean.

Temperatures are generally lowest in January and February, with averages ranging from 19.9 to
21.5°C, and hottest from June to August, with averages of 28.3 to 29.5°C. For 11 months out
of every year the average temperature exceeds 20°C. Kaohsiung City gets more sunshine than
any other place in Taiwan, with an annual average of nearly 200 hours per month.

Due to the effects of the southwest monsoon, the rainy season is concentrated in the period
from May to September. From October through March, because the northeast monsoon is
blocked by mountains, there is a dry season that lasts six months. There are typhoons each year
in summer and autumn. According to Central Weather Bureau statistics, an average of three to
four typhoons hit Taiwan annually, mainly in the period from July to September.

Taiwan Currency

The New Taiwan dollar (Chinese: $Z=#&; pinyin: Xintaibi; Péh-oe-ji: Sin-tai-phio; code: TWD;
symbol: NT$, also abbreviated as NT) is the official currency of the Republic of China (ROC)
used in the Taiwan Area. The current set includes banknotes for TWD100, 200, 500, 1000, and
2000. The denominations of the New Taiwan dollar in circulation for Coins are TWD 50, 10, 5
and 1.
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Voltage

The voltage in Taiwan is 110V/60Hz and the type of plug usually used in Taiwan is 2 flat pin
plug and 1 round with 2 flat pin plug.
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TUITION & OTHER REQUIRED FEES

The University adopts the semester system, enrolling students (including transfer students) into
fall and spring semesters. Usually there is no course offered during summer vacation. However,
some summer courses can be available for students to register when enough students sign up
for the course after a survey being held, and the fees will be charged individually based on the
University’s announcement.

The 2020 spring semester is scheduled to begin on February 17, 2020
and ends after the final exam on June 19, 2020.

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1. Accommodation

ISU dormitories are fully equipped. Access to the rooms is monitored and controlled by security
guards. Fees are subjected to minor adjustments annually and biannually.

2. Environment

Dormitory 1: Facilities include recreation area, laundry room, periodical room, study room,
gym, and coin-operated laundry machines and dryers. Each room has internet access and air
conditioning. Four students share one room of approx. 288 sq. ft. (total number of beds for
male students: 1616; for female students: 1756). The size for thin mattress provided to new
resident is 105 x 180 cm. For medical campus dormitory, the mattress provided to new resident
is 105 x 180 cm.

Dormitory 3: Facilities include large common indoor area for reading, small-group gathering,
and meeting visitors. Each room has internet access and air conditioning. Three students share
one room of approx. 288 sq. ft. The size for protective mat for bed is 105 x 180 cm.

3. Dormitory Allotment

International students who apply for on-campus accommodation are given priority. Do apply
from Office of International and Cross-Strais Affair in April every year.

4. Dormitory Management

Student dormitory management regulations are enumerated on the website of the Office of
Student Affairs.

Male and female dormitories are physically separated and have separate entrances. Services
are provided by the personnel, including an administrator, security guards and work-study
students.

Students are not allowed to enter the dormitories or rooms of the opposite sex. Violators will
be subject to ISU disciplinary action.

The curfew is from 11.30pm to 6am. Students who plan to stay overnight outside or come back
late must formally notify the dormitory manager in advance.

Some apartments or rooms are available for rent in the residential communities nearby.
Students who wish to live off campus should pay close attention to the terms specified in the
apartment lease before signing, particularly with regard to

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HOUSING REGULATIONS

During their stay at the dormitory, residents are banned from exchanging or transferring the
dorm vacancy with others or moving into other dorm rooms unless with prior consent from
the University. Violators will be punished in accordance with relevant regulations and rules.

Accommodation fee should be paid before moving into the dormitory. Residents shall check
dormitory properties and supplies distributed to them after moving in and before moving out.
They are held liable for compensation in case of any damage to or loss of dormitory properties.

Residents shall clean the dormitory area under the guidance and supervision of dormitory
cadre members. Those who refuse to do the cleaning will be punished in accordance with
relevant regulations and rules.

Dormitory Curfews: Residents shall make registration or file an application at the dormitory
management office if they want to enter or leave the dormitory during dormitory curfews
(11.30pm to 6am). Those who refuse to do so will be banned from entering or leaving the
dormitory and punished in accordance with relevant regulations and rules.

Nighttime Roll Call: Nighttime roll calls are made between 23:00-24:00 once or twice every
month. Residents shall file an application for leave of absence in advance if they want leave
the dormitory or stay elsewhere overnight.

Those who miss the roll call but haven't filed an application in advance will be punished in
accordance with relevant regulations and rules. Moreover, those who have missed the roll call
for three times within one semester or 5 times within one academic year will be disqualified
from reapplying for dormitory accommodation or drawing lots for dormitory vacancies for
a period of one year.

Residents who have been registered as returning late for three times will be punished in
accordance with relevant regulations and rules. Moreover, those who have been registered
as returning late for six times within one semester will be disqualified from reapplying for
dormitory accommodation or drawing lots for dormitory vacancies for a period of one year.

Meeting guests: Residents are allowed to meet guests from 8am through 8pm. Guests are
required to complete due procedures before entering the dormitory.

Residents must not bring guests of the opposite sex into the dormitory, enter areas where
residents of the opposite sex live, or allow non-residents, relatives or friends to stay overnight.

10. Dormitory Security:

- It is strictly prohibited to use personal electrical appliances which may endanger fellow
residents;

- It is strictly prohibited to keep illegal or dangerous substances, explosives, firecrackers or
fireworks;

- It is strictly prohibited to smoke, drink, cook or gamble (including possessing mahjong
tiles or other gambling paraphernalia);

- It is strictly prohibited to keep pets (such as cats, dogs, fish, snakes, guinea pigs and
lizards).

Residents who repeatedly violate relevant regulations and rules and show no sign of
improvement will receive severer punishment or even be evicted from the dormitory.

Dormitory Cleanliness: Residents who have failed the dormitory cleanliness inspection for
three times will be punished in accordance with relevant regulations and rules. Moreover, those
who show no sign of improvement after being notified or fail the recheck of the dormitory
cleanness competition will be banned from reapplying for dormitory accommodation.

Residents must dispose waste according to relevant rules and must not place waste in public
spaces (such as hallways, bathrooms, stairways or drinking fountains) to create a healthy
and clean living environment. Those who show no sign of improvement after being reported
or exhorted will be punished in accordance with relevant regulations and rules. Repeated
offenders or those involved in a serious violation will be evicted from the dormitory, and at
the same time be banned from reapplying for dormitory accommodation or drawing lots for
dormitory vacancies.

Residents who are found to have violated any provision of the Housing Regulations or
dormitory-related rules will be punished depending on severity. Those involved in a serious
violation will be evicted from the dormitory or become disqualified from reapplying for
dormitory accommodation for the coming school year:

- gambling or playing mahjong at the dormitory;

- bringing guests of the opposite sex into the dormitory without prior consent or sneaking
into the dormitory where residents of the opposite sex live;

- transferring a dorm vacancy to a third party without prior consent;
- seriously violating government or university regulations regarding garbage disposal;

- having been found to commit theft, or be involved in activities which are illegal or
jeopardous to public security and order at the dormitory; or

- having received warnings and demerits which constitute one major demerit.

WORK PERMIT & SERVICE EDUCATION

A. ISU scholarship for international students

The total amount of scholarship per year for New Students will be divided by two and
granted in two respective semesters.

Scholarship recipients are required to do service learning guided by the Office of
International & Cross-strait Affairs (OICA) in order to continue to receive the scholarship.

The exemption of tuition and other mandatory fees, Language lab fee, Computer lab
fee, student accident insurance premiums, and medical insurance premiums will be
automatically conducted. The billing for dormitory accommodation is made separately. ISU
Scholarship does not cover any accommodation fees. If your billing shows a balance, please
pay upon registration. If there is any remaining amount of money from your scholarship, it
will be refunded to you.

For those who are granted scholarship for more than one year, your GPA of the previous
semester must be within the top 40% in your class. In addition, the score on moral conduct
shall be above 85 with no violation of the University’s regulations and policies to secure
your scholarship for the following year.

Scholarship recipients are responsible for re-applying the scholarship from the third semester
on. The number of recipients will be decided by the Scholarship Review Committee
according to the annual budget of the University. The following criteria must be met for
application:

(1) GPA of the previous semester must be within top 40% in the class.

(2) The score on moral conduct should be above 85 with no violation of the University'’s
regulations and policies.

The scholarship will be revoked:

(1) if the recipient fails to complete registration for the semester when scholarship is awarded;
(2) if the recipient retains enrollment eligibility for later; (3) if the recipient transfers to another
university.

The scholarship recipient will be requested to return the full amount of scholarship
awarded if he/she has 30% or higher rate of absence without compelling reasons,
withdrawn or has been suspended from the University for any reasons.

Scholarship will be discontinued for a student who returns to the University after
semester(s)- long hiatus, or with moral conduct score less than 85, or with records of
violating the University’s regulations and policies.

Please note that international students who have been awarded any type of scholarships
by the R.O.C. government are NOT eligible to receive I-Shou University International
Student Scholarship.

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B. Work permit

International students who wish to work in Taiwan (either on campus or off campus) are
required to apply for and obtain a work permit before starting a job. International students are
qualified to apply for work permits after registration and received ARC.

OICA will assist qualified students with the application of work permit. Please note that if
you hold a job without applying for a work permit, you may be fined from TWD 30,000 to
TWD 150,000. In addition, please use your own discretion before taking a job offer. The max.
